JOINT PARISH PASTORAL FORUM/COUNCIL

Following the visitations last year of all the parishes in our deanery by the diocese, we
have been encouraged to form a joint Parish Council for our own parishes at Holy
Family, St Francis and Our Lady of the Sacred Heart. It will be helpful to plan ways of
working together in our parishes.

“We will do this.” This is what Francis used as the first rule for his order, the
Franciscans. He just took the words of Jesus’ instruction to his disciples on their first
missionary journey, and said, “We will do this.” There would be other rules for the
Franciscans later on, much more lenient after St. Francis died, but this was the first rule
for the Franciscans. And they took it literally. “Take nothing with you on your journey
except a staff; no bread, no bag, no money in your belts; but wear sandals and only one
tunic.” Incidentally, the robe the Franciscans wear even today, the brown robe, is the
robe that they wore in the 13th century. It was the garment of the peasant, and they
identified with the poor, with the peasant, not only in dress, but also in poverty. They
vowed of absolute poverty: they owned nothing, not even the tunic on their back. So, if
they found somebody who had less than what they had, they were to share what they
had; they worked and begged for their daily sustenance. They were called “mendicant”
friars, which means they begged for their living. — So, we must ask, is that what Jesus
had in mind for us in today’s Gospel? The apostles did not take the practice of poverty
literally. Paul continued to work at his trade and earn an income —with which he
supported himself and his companions. The Book of Acts says that in the Church in
Jerusalem — the original Church after Pentecost — the members sold all their property,
and held all things in common, which is just another way of owning property, not
individually, but as a community. Further, the early Church itself called its members to a
life of giving to the poor. We know that they took collections for the poor. So, the
counsel in the Bible is not that we should get rid of all our property and become poor,
but that we should manage our property as good stewards for God, caring for those in
need as well as for our own families

Monitoring of health and safety statutory compliance with testing of parish buildings.
(Updated) For your information: A diocesan report is being asked to be prepared by
parishes on all buildings, regarding general risk assessment with emphasis upon managing
risk.

Holy Family: Risk assessment is carried out quarterly. Fire risk once a year. No issues with
asbestos. Electrical inspection carried out once a year. Gas twice a year. Tree safety
regularly checked and the water has been checked with no legionella.

Bedworth: A general risk assessment has been carried out to meet with H/S standards.
Fire and Gas safety certificates are in place. A legionella test is to be done. Electricity cer-
tificates in place for church and house, but not the hall. Tree safety to be carried out in
the next month; one tree has been vandalised with the bark hacked off, so more security
may be needed at the back of the grounds by the church. Asbestos has been checked and
no trace found.

Bulkington: A general risk assessment has been done. We are looking at main access in
church for disabled access in future. Fire certificates are in place Gas and electrics have
been tested. Legionella to be tested. Trees and grounds in good order. Asbestos has been
checked again none found. Any queries please let Mary know.
